1. Time length:  4 minutes maximum/no minimum

2. Music/costumes/content MUST BE SCHOOL APPROPRIATE.
3. Performers must be KHS students OR have pre-approval from an administrator (Bedell, Lyle, Fordham, Parker) BEFORE tryouts for a CMCSS student from a school other than KHS to be a part of the group.

4. Performers must provide their own music on CD or MP3/4 file or instruments, setting, and etc. for their act. You must have everything present at the tryout. Come to tryouts prepared and in costume. You should tryout with the finished act that you will perform in the show.  Your music may NOT be on your phone.
5. If singing, lyrics MUST be submitted on the day of tryouts, and you must have your own music (on CD or MP3/4 if not playing an instrument) – you will not be permitted to tryout without the music or simply sing over the original artist. It must be instrumental music or karaoke version.
6. The more unique the act, the better the chance is to be chosen at tryouts.

7. Winners “best of category” will be based on points given by the judges.  
A “People’s Choice” award will be determined by audience secret ballot.

8. Showcase acts are those performed by teachers, alumni or groups who do not want to participate in the judging contest.

9. You MUST be available for practice on Tuesday, March 22 AND Dress Rehearsal on Wednesday, March 23 after school. An “open practice” will be available on Monday, March 21 after school. If you cannot make these practice dates, you will not be in the show.  No exceptions.
10. Do NOT bring friends or any “extra” people with you for practice, dress rehearsal or behind the stage for the show for any reason.
TRYOUTS:  March 9-11 – Immediately after school.  Meet in the library
